Fayeza Naqvi became the first Pakistani woman to be awarded the Global Humanitarian
Award for Women’s and Children’s Health in recognition of her contributions to Pakistan’s
health and education sector.

The award recognizes individuals who, with great vision and leadership, invest private wealth
for the advancement of reproductive, maternal, neonatal and child health, especially family
planning, at a regional, as well as global level. This award was bestowed on Fayeza at the
2016 International Conference on Family Planning (ICFP) in Nusa Dua, Indonesia.

Along side of this, Fayeza was also awarded the 2016 Power with Purpose award by Devex
and McKinsey. The ICFP is co-hosted by the Bill & Melinda Gates Institute for Population and
Reproductive Health, at the Johns Hopkins Bloomberg School of Public Health, and the
National Population and Family Planning Board of Indonesia. The award is a huge honour for
Fayeza, as well as for Pakistan, where the health and education sector are grossly neglected
at the hands of the government and private initiatives are not nearly enough to fulfil the
demands of the burgeoning population.

Fayeza is Chairman of Pakistan-based philanthropic foundation Aman Foundation, which
steers vital funds toward healthcare and education. Aman Foundation is also acclaimed for
launching Aman Ambulance, which is the country's first state-of-the-art ambulatory network.

Fayeza stated that Aman is dedicated to promoting the centrality of family, and dignity of
life for all. The ideology behind their work towards women lies in the belied that healthy,
educated and empowered women build strong families and productive communities. In that
role, Aman aims to develop programs that convene international partners to bring best
practices and expertise in collaboration with local government to ensure a sustainable
impact.
